ADIB TALAQANI, HAJJ MIRZA HASAN, prominent Iranian Baha?i author
of the late 19th and early 20th centuries. He was born in Talaqan in
Šawwal, 1264/September, 1848, the son of an eminent ?alem, Mirza
Mohammad-Taqi. After his father’s death he studied in Tehran and Isfahan;
in 1291/1874 he was employed by E?tezad-al-saltana and later by
Mo?tamad-al-dawla, playing an important part in the production of books by
these two princes. He became, eventually, Emam-e Jom?a and teacher in the
Dar al-Fonun, and was given the title Adib-al-?olama?. He was also
prominent in the Shah Ne?matallahi order of Sufis.

His close friend, Shaikh Hadi Najmabadi, pointed out to Adib the
similarity of his views to those of the Baha?is and thus prompted him to
investigate the Baha?i faith. In about the year 1307/1889 after conversations
with Molla Mohammad Nabil-e Akbar, he was converted and was soon afterwards
designated by Baha?allah as one of the Hands of the Cause (Ayadi-e Amr
Allah). In 1315/1897-98, he participated in the meetings of the Hands of the
Cause in Tehran which evolved into the Spiritual Assembly of Tehran, of which
he was the chairman. He played an important part in the founding of the
Tarbiat Baha?i school in Tehran in 1317/1899 and in its administration. In
1903, he traveled to Isfahan and became involved in the upheaval there, being
briefly imprisoned. From there he went to Abada, Shiraz, Bombay, and
eventually to ?Akka, where he met ?Abd-al-Baha?. After going on a tour of
India and Burma with the American Baha’i, Sidney Sprague, he returned to
Tehran, where he died on 6 Du’l-qa?da 1337/2 September 1919.

Adib was the author of several books, including al-Estedlaliya on Baha?i
proofs, an autobiographical tract, and much poetry. He was also one of the four
contributors to the encyclopedic work Nama-ye danešvaran. But his adoption
of the Baha?i faith caused his dismissal soon after the publication of the
first volume in Ša?ban, 1296/September, 1878.
